There shall be at least one automobile parking space for each 100 square feet gross
floor area included within the total square footage of any restaurant café, coffee
shop, tea room, fast food establishment, bar, night club, or any similar establishment
which dispenses food or refreshments or provide dancing or live entertainment. This
requirement shall only apply to an establishment which has a gross floor area
greater than 1,000 square feet.
Further, the SLNC recommends that the city council adopt an ordinance which
would require an in lieu fee for each space waived if a parking variance is granted.
Said fees would be maintained in a special fund for the construction of a parking
structure within the neighborhood affected.
